• Schools are required
to provide
supplemental
accelerated
instruction in up to
two content areas,
prioritizing math
and RLA.

• A parent may
request to modify or
remove the required
supplemental
accelerated
instruction if a
student has a failed
STAAR score OR
completed a BOY
assessment if a
student did not test.
